EXCEPT WHEN A CLEAR FLOOR SPACE AS SHOWN ON THIS SHEET IS PROVIDED WITHIN THE
ROOM BEYOND THE ARC OF THE DOOR SWING.

2 REINFORCEMENT SHALL BE PROVIDED FOR THE FUTURE INSTALLATION OF GRAB BARS AND
SHOWER SEATS AT WATER CLOSETS, BATHTUBS AND SHOWER COMPARTMENTS.

3 EITHER ALL TOILET AND BATHING ROOMS PROVIDED SHALL COMPLY WITH OPTION A OR ONE
TOILET AND BATHING ROOM SHALL COMPLY WITH OPTION B.

OPTION A:

1 LAVATORY CLEAR FLOOR SPACE POSITIONED FOR A PARALLEL APPROACH SHALL BE PROVIDED,
CENTERED ON THE FIXTURE.

2 THE WATER CLOSET SHALL BE POSITIONED 18 INCHES MINIMUM FROM BATHTUB OR LAVATORY
ON THE SIDE OPPOSITE THE DIRECTION OF APPROACH.  15 INCHES MINIMUM ON THE OTHER
SIDE.

3 WATER CLOSET CLEARANCE OF 56 INCHES MINIMUM MEASURED FROM THE WALL BEHIND THE
WATER CLOSET, AND 48 INCHES MINIMUM MEASURED FROM A POINT 18 INCHES FROM THE
CENTERLINE OF THE WATER CLOSET SHALL BE PROVIDED. VANITIES OR LAVATORIES ON THE
WALL BEHIND THE WATER CLOSET ARE PERMITTED TO OVERLAP THE CLEARANCE.

4 BATHTUB PARALLEL APPROACH CLEARANCE OF 60 INCHES MINIMUM IN LENGTH AND 30 INCHES
MINIMUM IN WIDTH SHALL BE PROVIDED, OR BATHTUB FORWARD APPROACH OF 60 INCHES
MINIMUM IN LENGTH AND 48 INCHES IN WIDTH SHALL BE PROVIDED.  A WATER CLOSET IS
PERMITTED IN THE CLEARANCE AT THE CONTROL END OF THE BATHTUB.

5 IF A SHOWER COMPARTMENT IS THE ONLY BATHING FACILITY, THE SHOWER COMPARTMENT
SHALL HAVE DIMENSIONS OF 36 INCHES MINIMUM CLEAR IN WIDTH AND 36 INCHES MINIMUM
CLEAR IN DEPTH.  A CLEARANCE OF 48 INCHES MINIMUM IN LENGTH AND 30 INCHES MINIMUM IN
WIDTH SHALL BE PROVIDED.

OPTION B:

1 LAVATORY CLEAR FLOOR SPACE POSITIONED FOR A PARALLEL APPROACH SHALL BE PROVIDED,
CENTERED ON THE FIXTURE. THE FRONT OF THE LAVATORY SHALL BE 34 INCHES MAXIMUM
ABOVE THE FLOOR, MEASURED TO THE HIGHER OF THE FIXTURES RIM OR COUNTER SURFACE.

2 THE WATER CLOSET SHALL BE POSITIONED 18 INCHES MINIMUM FROM BATHTUB OR LAVATORY
ON THE SIDE OPPOSITE THE DIRECTION OF APPROACH.  15 INCHES MINIMUM ON THE OTHER
SIDE.

3 WATER CLOSET CLEARANCE OF 56 INCHES MINIMUM MEASURED FROM THE WALL BEHIND THE
WATER CLOSET, AND 48 INCHES MINIMUM MEASURED FROM A POINT 18 INCHES FROM THE
CENTERLINE OF THE WATER CLOSET SHALL BE PROVIDED. VANITIES OR LAVATORIES ON THE
WALL BEHIND THE WATER CLOSET ARE PERMITTED TO OVERLAP THE CLEARANCE.

4 BATHTUB CLEARANCE OF 48 INCHES MINIMUM IN LENGTH MEASURED PERPENDICULAR FROM
THE CONTROL END OF THE BATHTUB, AND 30 INCHES MINIMUM IN WIDTH SHALL BE PROVIDED.

5 IF A SHOWER COMPARTMENT IS THE ONLY BATHING FACILITY, THE SHOWER COMPARTMENT
SHALL HAVE DIMENSIONS OF 36 INCHES MINIMUM CLEAR IN WIDTH AND 36 INCHES MINIMUM
CLEAR IN DEPTH.  A CLEARANCE OF 48 INCHES MINIMUM IN LENGTH AND 30 INCHES MINIMUM IN
WIDTH SHALL BE PROVIDED.

KITCHENS:

1 A CLEAR FLOOR SPACE SHALL POSITIONED FOR PARALLEL OR FORWARD APPROACH SHALL BE
PROVIDED AT EACH KITCHEN APPLIANCE AND KITCHEN SINK.

2 CLEAR FLOOR SPACE SHALL BE POSITIONED ADJACENT TO THE DISHWASHER DOOR.  THE
DISHWASHER DOOR IN THE OPEN POSITION SHALL NOT OBSTRUCT THE CLEAR FLOOR SPACE
FOR THE DISHWASHER OR THE SINK.  BOTTOM-HINGED, WHEN IN THE OPEN POSITION, SHALL
NOT BE REQUIRED TO HAVE OPERABLE PARTS WITHIN THE REQUIRED REACH RANGES.

3 A CLEAR FLOOR SPACE SHALL BE PROVIDED AT THE OVEN/COOKTOP FOR PARALLEL OR
FORWARD APPROACH.

ACCESSIBILITY NOTES
ICC/ANSI 117.1 TYPE A

DISTRIBUTION:

2% OF THE TOTAL NUMBER OF DWELLING UNITS SHALL BE DESIGNED AS TYPE A UNITS AND
SHALL BE DISPERSED AMONG THE VARIOUS UNIT CLASSES.

ACCESSIBLE ROUTE:

1 THE ACCESSIBLE PRIMARY ENTRANCE SHALL BE ON AN ACCESSIBLE ROUTE FROM PUBLIC AND
COMMON AREAS.

2 AT LEAST ONE ACCESSIBLE ROUTE SHALL CONNECT ALL SPACES AND ELEMENTS WHICH ARE A
PART OF THE UNIT.  ALL ROOMS SERVED BY AN ACCESSIBLE ROUTE SHALL PROVIDE A

SHALL BE PERMITTED TO BE VERTICAL.  CHANGES IN LEVEL BETWEEN 1/4" HIGH MIN. AND 1/2"
HIGH MAX. SHALL BE BEVELED WITH A SLOPE NOT STEEPER THAN 1:2.

DOORS:

1 THE PRIMARY ENTRANCE DOOR TO THE DWELLING UNIT, AND ALL OTHER DOORWAYS INTENDED
FOR USER PASSAGE, SHALL PROVIDE A CLEAR WIDTH OF NOT LESS THAN 32".  CLEAR OPENINGS

2 THRESHOLDS, IF PROVIDED, AT DOORWAYS SHALL BE 1/2 INCH HIGH MAX. WHERE A THRESHOLD
IS OVER 1/4 INCH HIGH, AT LEAST HALF OF THE HEIGHT OF THE THRESHOLD SHOULD BE
BEVELED. THRESHOLDS AT EXTERIOR DOORS SHALL BE PERMITTED TO BE 3/4" MAXIMUM IN
HEIGHT, PROVIDED THEY ARE BEVELED WITH A SLOPE NOT GREATER THAN 1:2.

3 ALL DOORS INTENDED FOR USER PASSAGE SHALL HAVE MANEUVERING CLEARANCES AS
INDICATED ON THIS SHEET.

OPERABLE PARTS:

1 LIGHTING CONTROLS, ELECTRICAL SWITCHES AND RECEPTACLE OUTLETS, ENVIRONMENTAL
CONTROLS, APPLIANCE CONTROLS, OPERATING HARDWARE FOR OPERABLE WINDOWS,
PLUMBING FIXTURE CONTROLS, AND USER CONTROLS FOR SECURITY OR INTERCOM SYSTEMS
SHALL HAVE CLEARANCES AND BE WITHIN REACH RANGES SHOWN ON THIS SHEET.

2 ONE RECEPTACLE OUTLET IS NOT REQUIRED TO MEET THE REACH RANGES WHERE THE OUTLET
IS ABOVE A LENGTH OF COUNTERTOP UNINTERRUPTED BY A SINK AND AT LEAST ONE OTHER
RECEPTACLE OUTLET THAT MEETS THE REACH RANGES IS PROVIDED FOR THAT LENGTH OF
COUNTERTOP.

3 THE FOLLOWING DO NOT NEED TO MEET THE REACH RANGE REQUIREMENTS; RECEPTACLE
OUTLETS SERVING A DEDICATED USE, FLOOR RECEPTACLE OUTLETS, HVAC DIFFUSERS,
CONTROLS ON CEILING FANS, OR WHERE REDUNDANT CONTROLS ARE PROVIDED FOR A SINGLE
ELEMENT THAT ARE WITHIN REACH RANGE REQUIREMENTS.

1 WASHING MACHINES AND CLOTHES DRYERS SHALL HAVE CLEARANCES POSITIONED FOR
PARALLEL APPROACH AND CENTERED ON THE APPLIANCE.  OPERABLE PARTS SHALL BE WITHIN
THE REACH RANGE REQUIREMENTS.

TOILET AND BATHING FACILITIES:

1 AT LEAST ONE TOILET AND BATHING FACILITY MUST COMPLY HAVING AT LEAST ONE LAVATORY,
WATER CLOSET, AND EITHER A BATHTUB OR SHOWER.  REFER TO ICC/ANSI A117.1-2003 FOR
SHOWER REQUIREMENTS WHEN A SHOWER IS THE ONLY BATHING FACILITY IN THE ACCESSIBLE
BATHROOM.

2 DOORS SHALL NOT SWING INTO THE CLEAR FLOOR SPACE OR CLEARANCE FOR ANY FIXTURE
EXCEPT WHEN A CLEAR FLOOR SPACE AS SHOWN ON THIS SHEET IS PROVIDED WITHIN THE
ROOM BEYOND THE ARC OF THE DOOR SWING.

3 REINFORCEMENT SHALL BE PROVIDED FOR THE FUTURE INSTALLATION OF GRAB BARS AND
SHOWER SEATS AT WATER CLOSETS, BATHTUBS AND SHOWER COMPARTMENTS.

4 LAVATORIES SHALL COMPLY WITH SECTION 606 OF ICC/ANSI A117.1.

5 THE WATER CLOSET SHALL BE POSITIONED WITH A WALL TO THE REAR AND TO ONE SIDE.  THE
CENTERLINE OF THE WATER CLOSET SHALL BE 16" MINIMUM AND 18" MAXIMUM FROM THE SIDE
WALL.

6 BATHTUBS SHALL COMPLY WITH THE SECTION 607 OR ICC/ANSI A117.1. COUNTERTOPS AND
CABINETRY SHALL BE PERMITTED AT THE CONTROL END OF THE CLEARANCES PROVIDED SUCH
COUNTER TOPS AND CABINETRY CAN BE REMOVED AND THE FLOOR FINISH EXTENDS UNDER
SUCH CABINETRY.

7 SHOWER COMPARTMENTS SHALL COMPLY WITH SECTION 608 OF ICC/ANSI A117.1.
COUNTERTOPS AND CABINETRY SHALL BE PERMITTED AT THE CONTROL END OF THE
CLEARANCES PROVIDED SUCH COUNTER TOPS AND CABINETRY CAN BE REMOVED AND THE
FLOOR FINISH EXTENDS UNDER SUCH CABINETRY.

KITCHENS:

1 A CLEAR FLOOR SPACE SHALL POSITIONED FOR PARALLEL OR FORWARD APPROACH SHALL BE
PROVIDED AT EACH KITCHEN APPLIANCE.

2 AT LEAST ONE SECTION OF COUNTER SHALL PROVIDE A WORK SURFACE 30 INCHES IN LENGTH
AND HAVE CLEARANCE FOR FORWARD APPROACH. CABINETRY CAN BE PROVIDED UNDER THE
WORK SURFACE PROVIDED THE CABINETRY CAN BE REMOVED AND THE FLOOR FINISH EXTENDS
UNDER SUCH CABINETRY. WORK SURFACE SHALL BE 34 INCHES MAXIMUM ABOVE THE FLOOR.

3 SINKS SHALL HAVE CLEARANCE FOR FORWARD APPROACH. CABINETRY CAN BE PROVIDED
UNDER THE WORK SURFACE PROVIDED THE CABINETRY CAN BE REMOVED AND THE FLOOR
FINISH EXTENDS UNDER SUCH CABINETRY. WORK SURFACE SHALL BE 34 INCHES MAXIMUM
ABOVE THE FLOOR.

4 ALL CABINETS SHALL HAVE A CLEAR FLOOR SPACE POSITIONED FOR PARALLEL OR FORWARD
APPROACH.  THE SHELVES NEED NOT BE LOCATED WITHIN REACH RANGES OR THE HANDLES
MEET OPERABLE PARTS PROVISIONS.

5 CLEAR FLOOR SPACE SHALL BE POSITIONED ADJACENT TO THE DISHWASHER DOOR.  THE
DISHWASHER DOOR IN THE OPEN POSITION SHALL NOT OBSTRUCT THE CLEAR FLOOR SPACE
FOR THE DISHWASHER OR THE SINK.  BOTTOM-HINGED, WHEN IN THE OPEN POSITION, SHALL
NOT BE REQUIRED TO HAVE OPERABLE PARTS WITHIN THE REQUIRED REACH RANGES.

6 BOTTOM HINGED DOOR OVENS SHALL HAVE A COUNTERTOP POSITIONED ADJACENT TO ONE
SIDE OF THE DOOR.  OVENS SHALL HAVE CONTROLS ON FRONT PANELS.

7 COMBINATION REFRIGERATORS AND FREEZERS SHALL HAVE AT LEAST 50% OF THE FREEZER
SPACE 54" MAX. ABOVE THE FLOOR.

WINDOWS:

1 WHERE OPERABLE WINDOWS ARE PROVIDED, AT LEAST ONE WINDOW IN EACH SLEEPING,
LIVING, OR DINING SPACE SHALL HAVE OPERABLE PARTS COMPLYING WITH REACH RANGES.
ACCESSIBLE CONTROLS SHALL BE AT MAX. 48" HIGH.

STORAGE:

1 WHERE STORAGE FACILITIES ARE PROVIDED, A CLEAR FLOOR SPACE OF 30" BY 48", POSITIONED
FOR EITHER PARALLEL OR FORWARD APPROACH, SHALL BE PROVIDED AT EACH STORAGE
FACILITY.

2 A PORTION OF THE STORAGE AREA OF EACH STORAGE FACILITY SHALL COMPLY WITH THE
REACH RANGE REQUIREMENTS.

ACCESSIBILITY NOTES
FAIR HOUSING

REQUIREMENT 1:

1 IN BUILDINGS CONTAINING MULTIPLE DWELLING UNITS, COMMON USE EXTERIOR ENTRANCES,
AND/OR INDIVIDUAL EXTERIOR ENTRANCES TO GROUND FLOOR UNITS MUST HAVE AT LEAST
ONE ENTRANCE ON AN ACCESSIBLE ROUTE, UNLESS IT IS IMPRACTICAL TO DO SO BECAUSE OF
TERRAIN OR UNUSUAL SITE CHARACTERISTICS.  FOR ALL SUCH DWELLINGS WITH A BUILDING
ENTRANCE ON AN ACCESSIBLE ROUTE THE FOLLOWING SIX REQUIREMENTS APPLY.

2 A COVERED MULTIFAMILY DWELLING CONSISTS OF FOUR OR MORE DWELLING UNITS IF SUCH
BUILDINGS HAVE ONE OR MORE ELEVATORS, AND GROUND FLOOR DWELLING UNITS IN OTHER
BUILDINGS CONSISTING OF FOUR OR MORE DWELLING UNITS.

3 A BUILDING ENTRANCE MEANS ANY EXTERIOR ACCESS POINT TO A BUILDING OR PORTION OF A
BUILDING USED BY RESIDENTS FOR THE PURPOSE OF ENTERING.  DESIGN FEATURES INCLUDE
MINIMUM CLEAR WIDTH OF OPEN DOORWAY 32 INCHES, LOW OR NO THRESHOLD, CLEAR
MANEUVERING SPACE INSIDE AND OUTSIDE THE DOOR , FORCE NEEDED TO OPEN THE DOOR,
ACCESSIBLE DOOR HARDWARE, AND SAFE DOOR CLOSING SPEED.

4 AN ACCESSIBLE ROUTE IS A CONTINUOUS, UNOBSTRUCTED MIN. 36" WIDE PATH THROUGH SITES
AND BUILDINGS THAT CONNECTS ALL ACCESSIBLE FEATURES, ELEMENTS, AND SPACES.
EXTERIOR ROUTES MAY INCLUDE PARKING SPACES, PARKING ACCESS AISLES, CURB RAMPS,
WALKS, RAMPS, AND LIFTS.  INTERIOR ROUTES MAY INCLUDE CORRIDORS, DOORWAYS, FLOORS,
RAMPS, ELEVATORS AND LIFTS.  STAIRS ARE NOT AN ACCEPTABLE COMPONENT OF AN
ACCESSIBLE ROUTE.

REQUIREMENT 2:

1 PUBLIC AND COMMON USE AREAS MUST BE READILY ACCESSIBLE TO AND USABLE BY PEOPLE
WITH DISABILITIES.  COMMON USE AREAS MEANS ROOMS, SPACES, OR ELEMENTS INSIDE OR
OUTSIDE OF A BUILDING THAT ARE MADE AVAILABLE FOR THE USE OF RESIDENTS OF A
BUILDING OR THE GUESTS THEREOF.  THESE AREAS INCLUDE HALLWAYS, LOUNGES, LOBBIES,
LAUNDRY ROOMS, REFUSE ROOMS, MAIL ROOMS, RECREATIONAL AREAS, AND PASSAGEWAYS
AMONG AND BETWEEN BUILDINGS.

2 PUBLIC AND COMMON USE SPACES SUCH AS RENTAL OFFICES AND SALES OFFICES ARE
CONSIDERED PUBLIC ACCOMMODATIONS UNDER TITLE III OF THE AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES
ACT BECAUSE THEY ARE OPEN TO PEOPLE OTHER THAN RESIDENTS AND THEIR GUESTS.
THEREFORE, THESE SPACES MUST COMPLY WITH THE ADA REQUIREMENTS IN ADDITION TO ALL
APPLICABLE REQUIREMENTS OF THE FAIR HOUSING ACT.

REQUIREMENT 3:

1 DOORS THAT ARE PART OF AN ACCESSIBLE ROUTE IN PUBLIC AND COMMON USE SPACES MUST
MEET ANSI A117.1 REQUIREMENTS FOR CLEAR WIDTH, MANEUVERING CLEARANCES,
THRESHOLDS, HARDWARE AND OPENING FORCE.  THEY INCLUDE, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO,
DOORS RESIDENTS USE TO ENTER BUILDINGS AND DOORS INTO AND WITHIN CLUBHOUSES,
PUBLIC RESTROOMS, LAUNDRY ROOMS, AND RENTAL OFFICES.

2 PRIMARY ENTRY DOORS TO COVERED DWELLING UNITS MUST MEET ANSI A117.1
REQUIREMENTS - EXTERIOR SIDE ONLY.  ENTRY DOORS MAY OPEN FROM A CORRIDOR OR
LOBBY OR CAN BE PRIVATE INDIVIDUAL ENTRY DOORS ACCESSED DIRECTLY FROM THE
OUTSIDE.

REQUIREMENT 4:

1 USABLE DOORS ARE DOORS WITHIN THE DWELLING UNIT INTENDED FOR USER PASSAGE AND
MUST BE USABLE IN TERMS OF CLEAR OPENING WIDTH.  DOORS WITHIN THE UNIT ARE NOT
REQUIRED TO MEET ANSI A117.1 REQUIREMENTS FOR MANEUVERING CLEARANCES, HARDWARE,
AND OPENING FORCE, BUT THRESHOLDS MUST BE LOW OR NONEXISTENT.

2 USABLE DOORS ALSO INCLUDE ALL PASSAGE DOORS WITHIN THE COVERED DWELLING UNIT,
SUCH AS DOORS BETWEEN ROOMS, DOORS INTO WALK-IN CLOSETS, AND DOORS INTO
UTILITY/STORAGE ROOMS OR ROOMS CONTAINING WASHERS AND DRYERS.

3 NOT COVERED ARE DOORS TO SMALL CLOSETS SUCH AS LINEN CLOSETS WHICH TYPICALLY
HAVE SHELVES WITHIN EASY REACH.  ALSO NOT COVERED ARE DOORS TO MECHANICAL
CLOSETS DEDICATED TO MECHANICAL EQUIPMENT.

4 THRESHOLDS AT ALL EXTERIOR DOORS SHALL NOT EXCEED 1/2", EXCEPT PATIO DOORS SHALL
NOT EXCEED 3/4".  CHANGES IN LEVEL OF 1/4" HIGH MAX. SHALL BE PERMITTED TO BE VERTICAL.
CHANGES IN LEVEL BETWEEN 1/4" HIGH MIN. AND 1/2" HIGH MAX. SHALL BE BEVELED WITH A
SLOPE NOT STEEPER THAN 1:2.  CHANGES HIGHER THAN 1/2" SHALL BE ACCOMPLISHED WITH A
RAMP.

REQUIREMENT 5:

1 DWELLING UNITS MUST CONTAIN LIGHT SWITCHES, ELECTRICAL OUTLETS, THERMOSTATS, AND
OTHER ENVIRONMENTAL CONTROLS IN ACCESSIBLE LOCATIONS.

2 ELECTRICAL OUTLETS SHALL BE 15" MIN. HIGH AFF TO CENTERLINE OF LOWEST OUTLET AND
KITCHEN COUNTERTOP OUTLETS SHALL BE 46" MAX. TO CENTERLINE OF HIGHEST OUTLET.

3 IN U-SHAPED OR L-SHAPED KITCHENS, COUNTERTOPS OUTLETS TO BE MINIMUM 36" FROM
INSIDE CORNER (MINIMUM ONE LEG).

4 THERMOSTAT SHALL BE MOUNTED 48" MAX. HIGH TO HIGHEST CONTROLS, WHICH MAY BE ON
TOP.

5 RANGE HOOD FAN AND LIGHT ARE PART OF AN APPLIANCE AND ARE NOT COVERED.  HOWEVER,
IF THE RANGE HOOD FAN AND LIGHT ARE WIRED TO A SEPARATE SWITCH ON A WALL OR
LOCATION OTHER THAN ON THE HOOD, RANGE, OR COOKTOP, THEN THE CONTROL MUST BE IN
AN ACCESSIBLE LOCATION.

REQUIREMENT 6:

1 ALL PREMISES WITHIN DWELLING UNITS MUST CONTAIN REINFORCEMENT IN BATHROOM WALLS
TO ALLOW LATER INSTALLATION OF GRAB BARS AROUND TOILET, TUB, SHOWER STALL AND
SHOWER SEAT, WHERE SUCH FACILITIES ARE PROVIDED.  THESE MINIMAL AREAS TO BE
REINFORCED SHOULD BE BOTH LONGER AND WIDER SO SUFFICIENT SOLID MATERIAL IS
AVAILABLE TO MOUNT GRAB BARS OF DIFFERING LENGTHS, MOUNTING CONFIGURATIONS, AND
DESIGNS.  FIXED FLOOR AND WALL-MOUNTED GRAB BARS CAN BE INSTALLED WHERE TOILETS

3 IN KITCHENS WITH COUNTERS, APPLIANCES, OR CABINETS ON THREE CONTIGUOUS SIDES,
CLEARANCE BETWEEN ALL OPPOSING BASE CABINETS, COUNTERTOPS, APPLIANCE OR WALLS
WITHIN KITCHEN WORK AREAS SHALL BE 60" MIN.

4 STANDARD DEPTH SINKS UP TO 9" PERMITTED.

5 COVERED BATHROOMS MUST MEET REQUIREMENTS OF SPECIFICATION A OR SPECIFICATION B
IN FHA. (COICIDES WITH OPTION A AND OPTION B IN ICC/ANSI A117.1)

6 LIGHTING CONTROLS, ELECTRICAL SWITCHES AND RECEPTACLE OUTLETS, ENVIRONMENTAL
CONTROLS, APPLIANCE CONTROLS, OPERATING HARDWARE FOR OPERABLE WINDOWS,
PLUMBING FIXTURE CONTROLS, AND USER CONTROLS FOR SECURITY OR INTERCOM SYSTEMS
SHALL HAVE CLEARANCES AND BE WITHIN REACH RANGES SHOWN ON THIS SHEET.
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1. PROVIDE CONTINUOUS BLOCKING OR STRAPPING WITHIN NEW
WALLS AS REQUIRED FOR ALL WALL MOUNTED CASEWORK,
FIXTURES, ACCESSORIES AND EQUIPMENT. ANCHOR BLOCKING
BETWEEN THE STUDS, AT THE FACE OF THE STUDS, FOR THE
ENTIRE WIDTH OF THE ITEM TO BE MOUNTED TO THE WALL.
ANCHOR 22 GA SHEET METAL STRAPPING TO THE FACE OF THE
STUDS FOR THE ENTIRE WIDTH OF THE ITEM TO BE MOUNTED TO
THE WALL. VERIFY VERTICAL LOCATION OF BLOCKING WITH THE
